The design should be imagined as a series of 
pathways lined with benches and site walls. This 
park has great access to the local neighbor-
hood. A skateboarding venue here will serve the 
“street” skating populations that have frequented 
the downtowns in Lemoyne and New Cumber-
land and portions of Lower Allen and Fairview 
Townships. It is the northernmost park recom-
mended in the study and also the second small-
est in total area.

Shelley’s Riverview Recreation Area

Total: 1,000 Square Feet 
Street: 1,000 sq ft	    Transition: 0 sq ft

With the other street skateboarding locations 
situated in the northern portion of the study area, 
this location will provide a “street” venue that 
addresses the “demonstrated need” which is 
shown in Goldsboro’s downtown. This small park 
will serve the local community well and will also 
provide a nearby amenity for Newberry Town-
ship. A series of small benches provide seating 
and also skateable terrain. Township leaders 
expressed interest in a park design like this at 
the Stakeholder meeting in December 2007. Ad-
ditional improvements (parking, pathways, a pa-
vilion, landscaping) may need to be provided to 
this park to make it more accessible to users.
